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What is Tairyu-sanso?

Located at the foot of Kyoto’s Higashiyama mountains,
Tairyu-sanso was first built in 1896 by Ijyuin Kanetsune, an
entrepreneur from Kagoshima Prefecture. It was later
bought by Ichida Yaichiro, a kimono fabric dealer from
Hikone, who extensively renovated its garden and building.
Its garden was renovated by Ogawa Jihei VII, a landscape
gardener who is renowned asa pioneer of the modern
Japanese garden. It was designated a national Place of
Scenic Beauty in 1988. Its architecture was built by
Shimada Tokichi, who was known as the greatest carpenter

of his generation, and was designated a national Important
Cultural Property in 2024.
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First, from within a space that embodies the essence of
Sukiya-style architecture spanning the Meiji and Showa
periods, you can admire the magnificent garden overlooking
Kyoto's Higashiyama district. Please enjoy the view of the

Nanzen-ji area in Kyoto that the original owner once beheld.
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The diverse depictions of water flow that make use of the
Lake Biwa Canal, as well as the superb spatial composition
that seamlessly transitions from a strolling pond garden to

a lawn garden and then to a tea garden, are truly captivating.
